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 “Little Things, Big Dreams” 

 

Exodus 4:1-10

Exodus 4:2 – The Lord asked him, "What is that in your hand?"  
"A staff," he replied.  

 
God is asking… What is in your hand? 
 
Not yesterday, not tomorrow, not next week. But He is 
asking you today… What is in your hand? 
 
What has God trusted you with that He will ask you to 
use for His glory?  What talents has God given you?  
What is in your hand? 
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1 Kings 17:12-16 –  
But she said, "As the Lord your God lives, I don't have anything 
baked-only a handful of flour in the jar and a bit of oil in the jug. Just 
now, I am gathering a couple of sticks in order to go prepare it for 
myself and my son so we can eat it and die."  
Then Elijah said to her, "Don't be afraid; go and do as you have 
said. Only make me a small loaf from it and bring it out to me. 
Afterwards, you may make some for yourself and your son,  
for this is what the Lord God of Israel says: 'The flour jar will not 
become empty and the oil jug will not run dry until the day the Lord 
sends rain on the surface of the land. ' "  So she proceeded to do 
according to the word of Elijah. She and he and her household ate 
for many days. The flour jar did not become empty, and the oil jug 
did not run dry, according to the word of the Lord He had spoken 
through Elijah. 

 
Notice what she said: “I have no bread…” 
 
“I have nothing much left but a little bit of flour, and a 
little bit of oil.  Then for me and my son to die.” 
 
But don’t you know that God can take your “little bit” 
and do WONDERS with it!?  God doesn’t need big 
things for His big dreams.  He just needs you to let go 
of what you have and give it to Him, so that He can tell 
you to take it back up again.  He wants to empower 
you!!  People say that they can’t tithe because they 
don’t have enough.  If I have an abundance, or if I am 
scraping the barrel, I say “I can’t afford NOT to tithe!” 
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Matthew 6:33 says to seek God 1st, and He will take 
care of you!  Seek God!  Trust God! 
 
John 6 –  
After this Jesus crossed the Sea of Galilee (or Tiberias). And a 
huge crowd was following Him because they saw the signs that He 
was performing on the sick. So Jesus went up a mountain and sat 
down there with His disciples. Now the Passover, a Jewish festival, 
was near. Therefore, when Jesus raised His eyes and noticed a 
huge crowd coming toward Him, He asked Philip, "Where will we 
buy bread so these people can eat?" He asked this to test him, for 
He Himself knew what He was going to do. Philip answered, "Two 
hundred denarii worth of bread wouldn't be enough for each of 
them to have a little." 

 
A great multitude, and we have no food… 
 
John 6:8-9 –  
One of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, said to Him, 
"There's a boy here who has five barley loaves and two fish--but 
what are they for so many?" 
 
 

He’s just a lad with a little bit of lunch.  Isn’t that cute?  
Jesus, don’t mind him, he doesn’t know any better.  He 
is just a little kid with a little bit… 
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Then Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of 
grass in that place, so the men sat down, numbering about 5,000. 
Then Jesus took the loaves, and after giving thanks He distributed 
them to those who were seated; so also with the fish, as much as 
they wanted. When they were full, He told His disciples, "Collect the 
leftovers so that nothing is wasted." So they collected them and 
filled 12 baskets with the pieces from the five barley loaves that 
were left over by those who had eaten. When the people saw the 
sign He had done, they said, "This really is the Prophet who was to 
come into the world!" 
 

Even if nobody else things you have much, God is 
interested in you and what you can do for the Kingdom! 
 
1 Timothy 4:12 – Age and size don’t mean a thing to our God 
 
 
1 Cor. 1:25-31 – 
Because God's foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, and God's 
weakness is stronger than human strength. Brothers, consider your 
calling: not many are wise from a human perspective, not many 
powerful, not many of noble birth. Instead, God has chosen the 
world's foolish things to shame the wise, and God has chosen the 
world's weak things to shame the strong. God has chosen the 
world's insignificant and despised things--the things viewed as 
nothing--so He might bring to nothing the things that are viewed as 
something, so that no one can boast in His presence. But from Him 
you are in Christ Jesus, who for us became wisdom from God, as 
well as righteousness, sanctification, and redemption, in order that, 
as it is written: The one who boasts must boast in the Lord. 
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Simple, weak, foolish 
 
God loves to use the little, the simple, and the foolish 
people and things for His glory!
